It's part of our species
definition. The second claim is that, both because of our genetics and our environment, no two people have
exactly the same profile of intelligences, not even identical twins, because their experiences are different." -
Howard Gardner

Fourth is Logical/Mathematical which Involves number
and computing skills, recognizing patterns and relationships, timeliness and order, and the ability to solve
different kinds of problems through logic for e.g. to think of cause and effect and to understand relationships
among actions, objects, or ideas. Fifth type is Bodily/Kinesthetic which Involves physical coordination and
dexterity, using fine and gross motor skills, and expressing oneself or learning through physical activities for
e.g.to think in movements and to use the body in skilled and complicated ways for expressive as well as goal-
directed activities. Sixth type is Musical which Involves understanding and expressing oneself through music and
rhythmic movements or dance, or composing, playing, or conducting music for e.g. to think in sounds, rhythms,
melodies, and rhymes. Seventh type is Interpersonal which Involves understanding how to communicate with and
understand other people and how to work collaboratively for e.g.,to think about and understand another person.
Eight type is Intrapersonal which involvesDaydreams, insightful and reflective, journals easily, comfortable being
alone, knows own strengths and weaknesses for e.g. To think about and understand one's self. So, this is the
description of multiple intelligence.

In this study regarding the second objective in quantitative method survey methodology used with a sample
of 100 girls student of English medium school between 12-13 years age group wise taken in to consideration in
the study was used to analyze the data and statically test like mean was used.
