Self-sacrifice for the higher purpose is noble act, but the dedication
to the lust old father? Bhishma was highly worshiped by sacrifice, but from a
different angle from the glance seems to be used by the sincerity and
dedication to selfish relations.

Amba episode - When his brother grew Vichitravirya, Bhishma took
responsibility to find girlfriends for him.

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was won by Bhishma after defeat. Bhishma appealed to marry. But here
celibacy oath came amid and refused.

It was a practice among °‘Kshatriyas “to win a girl after the
competition. But Bhishma winning girls half his brother, seems to be an
exception. It should allow his brother to find a match for you. Be
"Brahmachari” That's why you had to embark on a "Swyamvara” and called
it? During removal Bhishma defeated many kings and Salva evenafter
Bhishma this dual challenge, putting their lives in danger. Here at least
Bhishma should realize that Salva has a special meaning for Amba offers and
take to forcibly injustice to marry someone else. Later, during the ‘Rajsuya "
yagya Sishupala Bhishma review this done. He also claims that everyone
knew about the love between AMBA and Salva Bhishma and even removed.
