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Abstract 

The Present Investigation in to find out the Difference in level of Adjustment of Secondary School Student in Relation to their Gender 

and Living Area. The Sample Consisted of 120 Secondary School Students out of Which 60 Where Boys and 60 Where Girls. For this 

purpose of Investigation “Adjustment Inventory” by Dr.R.S.Patel was used. The Obtained data were Analyzed through „t‟ Test to Know 

the mean Difference between Secondary School Students in relation to their Gender and living Area. The result shows that there is no 

significant difference in Adjustment of Urban and Rural student, boys and Girls and Urban and Rural Girls. But there is significant 

difference in Adjustment of Urban & Rural boys at 0.05 level. It means Rural boys more than adjustment regarding to Urban boys. 
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
